[bookmark: OLE_LINK2]MicroStation V8 File and Model Naming Convention

A V8 project file will contain all models necessary to provide the CADD details for the project.  The explanation of the specific use of models for Preliminary Design and Final Design are provided below.  

Preliminary Design
· The file is named county/route/paren.str (i.e. 42520039.str) where the paren number is for the project.  Always use three digits for the route and paren number using a preceding zero when necessary.
· The default model name to be referenced for road design plans is Structures.  This model will contain the layout of the structures.
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Model names for each TSL within the project area of the str file are named TSL_county_design number (i.e. TSL_42_0399).  Always use four digits for the design number using a preceding zero when necessary.
· For multiple TSL sheets for any one structure/design number, add an _01, _02, etc. to the end of the model name (i.e. TSL_42_0399_01, TSL_42_0399_02, etc.).

Final Design
· The file is named county/route/paren.brg (i.e. 42520065.brg) where the paren number is for the structure(s) of the project.  The county should be the county number used in the project number.  Always use three digits for the route and paren number using a preceding zero when necessary.  The brg extension should always be used to designate the structures project file regardless if the structures are bridges or culverts.  
· Model names for each plan sheet are named CountyDesignNumberSheetDesignation 
(i.e. 420399S000).  Always use four digits for the design number using a preceding zero when necessary.
· For multiple county projects use the county the structure is located at for the Model naming convention.
· Types of sheet designations are as follows:

? is the next number in the set of plan sheets 

· Typically s002p is the plan and profile sheet when only one sheet is needed to show the plan view.  The second sheet, if needed, would be s003p, s004p, etc. 
· The detail sheets start with the number immediately following the last plan and profile sheet.  Typically s003 would be the first detail sheet when only one sheet is needed to show the plan view.
· Occasionally, more than one general notes and estimate sheet is needed.  Numbering used would just increase by one.  The first plan and profile sheet would be designated by s003p.
· For revised sheets requiring a new sheet to replace the original plan sheet, use the same model name with an ‘A’ appended to the designation (i.e. 420399s005A).

Models will also be used for CADD detail support files.  Cells are managed as separate models in the cell libraries.  Standards/worksheets in a series are separate models in one file.
