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Section 1 Strikes Code section 307.10, subsection 5, to eliminate the
requirement that the Transportation Commission approve the
DOT’ s budget request prior to submitting the request to the
Governor.

Sections2 and 3 Strike Code section 307.22, subsection 5, and amend Code
section 307A.2, subsection 11, to provide that Road Use Tax
Fund money for state park and institutional roads be
distributed based on percentages set by Code rather than based
on aneeds study conducted by the DOT.

Section 4 Amends Code section 321.1, subsection 88, to allow a skid
loader to be legally transported directly behind the cab of a
truck tractor.

Sections 5, 6 and 12 Amend Code section 321.463, subsection 5, to apply the
interstate highway maximum gross weight table to the entire
primary highway system. This amendment takes effect upon
enactment.

Section 7 Amends Code section 321.463, subsection 8, to alow a
vehicle transporting materials or equipment on nonprimary
highways to or from a construction project or commercial
plant site to operate using the primary highway system
maximum gross weight table if the route is approved by the
appropriate local authority. This amendment takes effect upon
enactment.

Section 8 Strikes Code section 3211.2, unnumbered paragraph two, to
eliminate authority for the DOT to adopt rules regulating the
use of al-terrain vehicles on streets and highways. The strike
also eliminates language affecting the use of al-terrain
vehiclesin cities that isincluded in Code section 3211.10(3).

Section 9 Amends Code section 3211.10 by adding a new subsection to
allow the DOT to issue a permit to a state agency, a county, or
acity to allow an all-terrain vehicletrail to cross a primary
highway as part of an al-terrain vehicle trail designated by the
state agency, county, or city, in accordance with rules adopted
by the DOT.

Section 13
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Amends Code section 327B.1 to alow acarrier who is cited
for failure to carry evidence of interstate authority to produce
the evidence to the clerk of court prior to the court date, in
which case the citation shall be dismissed. Federal law
requires motor carriersto carry proper evidence of interstate
authority and this requirement is codified in this Code section.
(Note: HF 882, section 129 clarifies interstate authority.)

Amends Code section 327B.5 to clarify that a person violating
the motor carrier registration authority provisions of Code
chapter 327B is subject to a scheduled fine.

Provides that the amendments to Code section 321.463 take
effect upon enactment.
